John Oliver has met with Ray Brown from
ACTPLA to discuss signage on the CMR
block. The outcome of the meeting was that
CMR could have a 600mm x 600mm sign on
the gate across the old Jerrabomberra
Avenue.

John Oliver has suggested that the station end
facing the car park has a sign which states
“Canberra Miniature Railway — Station
entrance”. The lettering should be of a size
which can be read from the furtherest part of
the car park.

5 of the container footings have been poured.
The remainder of the footings along with the
toilet block footings should be completed in
October.
